pay for our sins once for all time. (Hebrews chapters 9 & 10)
 Contains ideas such as:  A covering for sin, paying for sin, 

becoming right with God, reconciliation with God, being at 
peace with God, overcoming estrangement, removal of hostility, 
entering a state of blessedness and propitious living.

 Is God’s idea and God’s sovereign and gracious action
 Is accomplished through Jesus Christ and Christ alone

you cannot consistently do good deeds without the power of 
the Holy Spirit and He will not dwell in you unless you are 
cleansed from sin first by the blood of Jesus. Besides all your 
righteous deeds are as filthy rags.)
